Kosovchich Brotherhood
This brotherhood is by number of households and families the biggest in a whole Drobnjak tribe. Since the time of their arrival in Drobnjak they were giving to the tribe strong representatives, and most of the time with pauses they were managed the whole tribe. Situated in the center of the tribe in a village Poschenje, having a good soil and a mountain, they were always rich and also numerous, and they had many priests, which in this brotherhood were present all the time. By these circumstances we can interpret the fact that they have vivid tradition, which impinges in very distant past. May it be that in whole Serbia there is no similar example in this respect.
According the family tradition, Kosovchichians were in time of immigration of Serbs in these countries, situated themselves in Bosnia at first, and settled somewhere near Travnik. They had moved to Herzegovina from there and settled at plateau Banjska. They belong to old Serbian tribe of Novljani and with them they had actually moved to Banjani. According to tradition, thay  ruled over this tribe during the time of their migration across contemporary Serbian lands. It is asserted that Novljans have been brought in Bosnia by a duke Lapac Kosovchich, and from there he moved them to Banjane and finally bigger part of them in Drobnjak. They say, that the duke Lapac during the time of immigration into Drobnjak was at very old age. According to this tradition, it seems that their settling in Bosnia and Banjani were only short episodes. By my counting, their settling in Drobnjak was near the end of VII or beginning of VIII century.
Kosovchians, as the most important and duke-family settled at the most beautiful place and at the center of the tribe in the village  of Poschenje. Trough their village was passing  the old Roman road Risan – Moschtanica – Parlitor - Prijepolje, and furher, and above the village, at Kosove Glavice remains of a Roman fortification were situated. This fortification was at the same time the only one, not just in Drobnjak, but in broader territory. At the very spot, in their village was built the first Serbian church, dedicated to Saint Peter and Paul. This church was the first Congregational church of the whole tribe, who has built it.
At the time of rule of Lapac Kosovchich over Drobnjak, territory of this tribe extended to the North only to the river Bukovica, from her spring towards a village  of Borovac. The whole territory above this line, and also almost the whole mountain Sinjajevina, belonged to a native tribe of Krichi. This tribe had at that time, winter settlements on the left bank of  the river Tara, and during the summer on the right bank. With Drobnjacs they had a mutual watering place at the river Bukovica, where above mentioned road  Moshtanica-Prijepolje was passing by. At that very spot it came to clash between Krichans and Drobnjacs. Krichans won the victory over Drobnjacs and forced them to give a daughter of principal Mirko Kosoric for a son of Kaloka, Krichan duke. Besides the piece and relative’s connections, real friendship between these two tribes, different by blood and language, and maybe by religion too, did not exist. Krichi hated Drobnjacs as attackers, and Drobnjacs hated Krichans as inferior population. It is said that almost three years they avoided to meet each others even at the mutual watering place. At the end, duke Lapac gave advice to Drobnjacs to invite their son in law, Krichan duke’s son, to them – to be a guest. Krichans replied positively. Son in law of Drobnjacs, Krichan duke’s son went with wife and  their own two year old son to Drobnjacs. From escort he has taken only one servant. At the fountain in Bukovichka Gora duke Lapac has welcomed him. When they met and hugged each other, duke Lapac, who, as it is said, was blind of very old age, torn up his entrails. The servant of the deceased killed the duke Lapac, and a wife of died Krichan, ran to Drobnjacs with her little son. Because of that it came to long and bloody conflicts and fights between Krichans and Drobnjacs which ended by total defeat of Krichans and broadening of Drobnjacs territory to the river Tara. At the place where the duke Lapac has died, Drobnjacs had built a monument and engraved in it a figure of a man with a sword in a right hand, blade facing straight down.
It is told and asserted as very possible that it was at that time neighboring tribes named Novljans as Drobnjacs, because they torn up the entrails ( drob in Serbian) of their son in law, and above all, against the given word. That name, Drobnjacs, was, as it is said,  insulting, for a very long time. Later it was given to the territory which was settled by people called Drobnjacs.

Native tradition says, that in the time of founding the Monastery Moracha (1252), at Poshenje lived Orliban Strahinjin Kosovchich, and that he was a chief of  Drobnjac’s tribe. It is him, whom the founding of now ruined Monastery Jelovac is ascribed, near river Bukovica, towards a village of Duzhi. Tradition about founding of this monastery by Orliban Kosovchich  also has recorded I.T.T.D. with only difference, that he had identified Oriliban Strahinjin by chance with governor (ban) Strahinic from Banjska near Kosovo. This governor (ban) left a memory in the name of ‘Banovina’, as it is called a place in Poschenje where he lived.
According to general native tradition in the time of Battle at Kosovo (1389) lived Drobnjac duke Djurjan Kosovchich , who had led Drobnjacs on Kosovo and in that battle received seven wounds and lost a lot of Drobnjacs. In one folk poem, where it is a word about principal Lazar who is writing letters to Serbian dukes, how they should come to battle on Kosovo, it is said:
   ‘Eighth was sent to Nikola Boljar

                                               In Popovo at Herzegovina,
                                               And ninth to Djurica sirdar
                                               In Drobnjak, in strong tribe’.

In description of the battle on Kosovo, which was made in 18th century by folk tradition, among Serbian dukes, Djurica and Zhivan Kosovchich are mentioned. It is possibly meant here on Drobnjac’s duke Djurjan. Duke Djurjan had a brother Joka, who was very coarse and inconspicuous, some kind of ‘smlatina’ (snippersnapper) as it is commonly said in Herzegovina. Duke wooed a bride for him, named Grlica, widow of Sjenichan duke Stevan Music. During the wooing Joko was not with him.  The duke, belauding him to Grlica, said as he is ‘pure picture of himself’. As duke Djurjan was very handsome, Grlica wasn’t doubting his words, and gave her agreement to become Joko’s wife. When they brought a bride on Djurjan’s court, Grlica, not seeing in the nuptial crowd ‘Djurjan’s picture’, asked with whispering sound a shepherd, who was dipping the piece of bread in a boiling soup with meat, and eating voraciously: ‘In the name of  God, you old soup-dipper (omakalac)
, who is my groom? He answered to her: ‘I don’t know how to say it, and not to admit. Just for me, old soup-dipper, as you can see.’ When Grlica  heard that and made herself sure about that it was true, she refused to marry Joko and got herself prepared to turn back to Sjenica. The duke Djurjan was beseeching with people altogether in vain. On Godelji priesthood with people waylaid Grlica and ‘over-obtest’ her to go back to Poschenje. Grlica complied to marry Joko under condition that the duke with people will accept her words three times, words that she will say in the church. The duke accepted. Grlica after that shouted in the church: ‘ Let the God give, all that will be born from Joko to take after duke Djurjan and all that will be born from Djurjan to take after Joko.’ The duke with people accepted that. Then Grlica married Joko. He was given a nickname Omakalo.
Remains of the duke Djurjan’s tower in Poschenje can be seen even nowadays. That was a huge structure, well-built from beautiful cut stones, decorated with ornaments at some places, that can be seen on upright tombs. Seventeen doors can be recognized on it. These remains are telling us on the most eloquent way about richness and might this well known Drobnjac. The duke, and in folk poem, also sirdar, Djurjan had sons: Milan, from whom are Barani, also Vukmir and Dančula, from whose are branches of Kosovcichians in Duzhi and on Dubrovsko, and two more, whose names are lost in tradition. Progenies of these two moved to Bosnia in, to me, unknown time, from unknown reasons.
Joko, named Omakalo, had with Grlica four sons: Djurjan, Vuchur and twins Novica and Jovica.

The dukedom in time has passed from Djurjan to Joko's son Djurjan, who, as tradition say, took after his uncle, duke Djurjan. Tradition knows that one of grandsons of Omakalo was named Djurica and that he was Drobnjac duke married to sister of Ivan Crnojevic. One of his sons was named Vichur. During his time, Drobnjac has fallen into the hands of Turks (1482) and during one occasion Vuchur has to go into turkish army with 50 Drobnjacs and wage war on turkish side somewhere in Asia Minor. It is told, that during that time an Arabian deserted from sultan, who became so arrogant that he had challenged the sultan to battle. He had some kind of 'fire ring' which he would roll at the oponent's path and frightened his horse, hence would be able to kill him easily. For a long time, nobody might stand against him. Vuchur applied voluntarily and went into the battle on foot. Arabian let a fire-ring on Vuchur, but instead of being frightened he pinned a ring on the ground and cut it with mace. When Arabian saw that, he was scared a lot and started to run. Vuchur hit him from a sling, knocked down from his mare and cut his head with his saber. After that, sultan gave to Vuchur huge amount of 'aba', also great privileges in tax payment and landed estates in Gacko as a gift.
His heirs have been named Abazovici, by 'aba', whish Vuchur has received from sultan.

Today, nobody is surnamed by old surname Kosovchich. They have parted their brotherhood on many families. In Drobnjak, there are 27 genuses. They divide on two main groups: Djurjanovici and Omakalovici. These two furher devide themselves into smaller as it follows, Djurjanovici on Barci, Vukmirovici and Danchulovici, and Omakalovici to Abazovici and Grbovici.
From Djurjan are the families: Barci, Filotijevici, Malovici, Mashici, Memedovici, Pejovici, Ceranici and Pavicevici. Today only five families (genuses) with 90 households overall. From Omakalo are families: Alesici, Abazovici, Bashovici, Vojinovici, Golivici, Grbovici, Dukovici, Kovijanici, Odovici, Pushelji, Perishici, Radulovici, Corovici, Kadici, Vukovici, Kochovici, Simunovici and Sandici. Today only 18 families with 87 housholds. Along with those numbered families there are few families from Kosovchicans which migrated in various places. From past Kosovcihicians there are in Drobnjac 177 households. All of them originate from brothers Djurjan and Omakalo. Without doubt, in 14th century, there were more Kosovchians, not originating from only two of them. It has be, there were more of them, and that their progeny moved out during time, maybe even died out.

All branches of Kosovchians celebrate St. Sava, as those in Drobnjac, also those who moved out. Besides that their second celebration day is St. Djordje among all of them except Barci, and from those who migrated only those who moved out after 1605.

About deviding and evolving of each branch or family (genus) I will write separately, deviding them on two main groups: Omakalovici and Djurjanovici. I am doing that because of better visibility and also because every branch after getting a new surname begins their own history.

Omakalovics
Abazovici in Poshcenje ( 2 houses ) and in Poshcenjski Gaj ( 4 houses )
They have got this surname by Vuchur Omakalovic, who showed great courage and fidelity to sultan and received from him aba as a gift. It is known for him that he had many sons, but tradition hasn’t kept their names except for one, Marko, who moved with his sons in Gacko to given estates. About their migration and evolving it will be told at the end of this story about Kosovchicians.

Tradition knows about Drakul Abazovic. He lived in the first half of 16th century. Some called him principal and the others, duke. It is possible that he was both, principal at first, and after that a duke.
After a folk tradition, Drobnjacs  were often waging gory wars against the Turks in the time of Drakul. Those battles were so important, that even the Bosnian vizier Husref-beg was leading a strong army in a battle against Drobnjacs in Jezera and had to leave the battle and go toward Heceg Novi (1539), for which recapture from Spaniards and revolted Herzegovians, a big Turkish army was gathering. Later, 1541. Husref-beg entered with army in Drobnjac and arrived to Mokro. It is told that he had big army with well-selected soldiers, but that Drobnjacs, given a help from all neighboring tribes gathered very big army. Tradition says, that Turkish spies informed Husref-beg that Drobnjacs had bigger army than him and that their richness which lies in stock is also grater than his own. He responded that his luckiness ( talih) is greater than in Drobnjacs, and that their treasure will be his soon. After that, the battle has begun which lasted for six days and in which Turkish army was completely destroyed and Husref-beg got killed. It is said that Drobnjacs and their allies also lost so many men, that there were no enough men to bury those who were killed.
Dr. Bashagic has written that Husref-beg came with army to submiss revolted Brdjans, who, as he thinks,  being stimulated by Mlechans, refused to pay taxes to Turks. As he arrived there, he died, and his death was caused by a Brdjanin from Kuti, by hit in his stomach with a knife. Further, he inform us in a footnote, about a folk tradition which refers on a death of Husref-beg, and which is kept among Bosnian-herzegovian Muslims. According to that story, Husref-beg died in Drobnjac, it was there where his intestines (drob) were taken out and buried, and that is how Drobnjac got it’s name. His body was carried to Sarajevo and buried in turbeh next to his mosque.
Well-known Muslim family Repovci which is living around Konjic in Herzegovina, keeps a tradition according to which their most important ancestor, Osman beg Repovac, has died together with Husref-beg in Drobnjac.
Following Turkish written sources and inscription on Husref-beg’s turbeh, that has happened 1541., and according to Drobnjac folk tradition, Husref-beg died on St. Peter’s Day. This is why, as it is said, Drobnjacs  have built the church on Mokro and dedicated it to St. Peter – because on that very day the battle was won.

Folk tradition has kept one more important event from a life of this memorable Drobnjac, from time when Turkish power was in the heyday. That event is about a death of Drakul. According to tradition, some Sinan-pasha with an army attacked Piva and arrived till Brljevo. His attack was interrupted by Pivljans there and they got help from Drobnjacs with duke Drakul. In gory battle which then started, the duke Drakul got killed. The tradition hasn’t saved any information about result and consequences of this battle.
Family tradition mentions the duke Sima Abazovic. He was at power after duke Drakul., as they think. It is told that he became so arrogant, that he called Drobnjacs on gathering by whistling, as he would call dogs. Because of that, Drobnjacs revolted at Berishina Luka. At assembly, duke Tomic, ad the oldest principal of Drobnjacs gave his proposition to kill the duke Simo, what was unanimously accepted. After that furious people lynched the duke Simo.
During the time of building the bridge across the river Drina near Vishegrad, in Drobnjac  lived the duke Mircheta Abazovic. He was restless man and he was waging battles against Turks. When vizier Mehmed Sokolovic was building the bridge across Drina in 1568., he asked over the duke Mircheta a tax from Drobnjacs. The duke went to Sokolovic, refused to give the tax and got killed there. His cut head was set on the bridge, as the first sacrifice for the building. It is told that the duke’s horse Krhat, which was wild, grabbed the duke’s head in teeth and arrived with it in Poshcenje, where he died from sadness and tiredness.  They  had buried him there, built a tumulus over his grave and named it Kratovac. It still exits nowadays under that name.
The heir of the duke Mircheta was his son Drekalo. In order to gain his revenge for his father’s death easier, he went to vizier Sokolovic in Vishegrad and asked for a pasha with some army to help him calm the tribe and force Drobnjacs to commit Turkish commands. Vizier gave him Herad-pasha and a hundred well-selected Turks. Drekalo has brought them on Poshcenje. They were given a lunch. A hundred of Drobnjacs were serving them and they killed all Turks during the meal. Pasha was brought at the grave of Mircheta’s horse, and killed there. After that Uzren-beg Zotovic has brought out ‘some’ army to Jezera and built a camp on Begova Bara. When that army started to commit crimes, above all to women, Drekalo sneaked during the night and killed him, and the army without their head was dispelled by Drobnjacs.
Just before Kandian War (1645-1649) there was in Drobnjac the duke Pavle Abazovic. It is told that he was unusually brave and tall. He has often waged battles against Turks. When Mlechans started a war against Turks in 1645. because of Kandija they asked for help among tribes of Herzegovina. The duke Pavle started to attack Turks in the neighborhood. One strong Turkish garrison gathered in Gacko 1645. and started off over Piva to Drobnjac. The duke Pavle with Pivljans and Drobnjacs was waiting for them on Smrijchno in Piva. In gory battle Turks killed the duke Pavle and 300 Drobnjacs. Tradition also says that Turks have taken duke’s cut head in Mostar and it’s weight was 11 kilos. Drobnjacs brought his body at Poshcenje and buried it common duke’s tomb. Above tomb there is engraved inscription with a year 7153., what is in fact 1645.
During the time of the duke Pavle, there was among Abazovici a bishop. I couldn’t find out his name. It is told about him that he was preparing a great war against Turks and that he bought a large amount of  powder ‘from some place’ abroad and put it in fortification that he had built on Kosove Glavice. He had a sister with whom he lived in his fortification. Unfortunately, the powder got fired and he got killed with his sister.

Mashici: 7 houses in Duzhi
They are a branch of Slavujevici, and before they got a surname Danchulovic, by Danchulo, son of the duke Djurjan. Today’s surname they got from some widow Masha, but they don’t know what was her husband’s name or even when he lived. It is said that there are some of them that moved to Bosnia, but they don’t know anything about them in detail.

Malovici in Duzhi (8 houses) and in Dubrovsko (1 house)

Today’s surname they have got from Malo Slavujevic who was born about 1700.. Before their surname was Danchulovic, by Danchulo, the duke Drurjan’s son. Malo had a son Jakov and he had sons Djoko and Lazo. Lazo moved to Bosnia. Jakov was married to Grozdana, a sister of Vuk Lopushina. He was a merchant and sometimes he was a village principal. In my collection there is his letter ( from about 1770.) with his stamp with inscription ‘Jakov Malov’ Djoko was born about 1758. He was honored in many battles and above all in a battle on Pirna Prodola 1805. in which he cut few heads. In that year he had to escape to Moracha and Brda. During the next year he moved to Serbia and spent some time there. He participated in some battles across the Serbia and was prominent in capturing Uzhice. After that he had turned back to Drobnjac and started battle with Turks, especially 1812. against pasha Miljenov. His family was captured twice, and Djoko collected  ransom by begging. Finnaly he made piece with Turks, became obor-principal in Drobnjac and made a big fortune. He helped to Smail-aga Chengic to buy Drobnjac in Selmanovic ( 1830). His bravery has been written in many folk poems. He had sons: Belo, Novica, Jakov i Stanko. Novica become captain of Duzhi and a neighborhood. He got killed in a battle with Turks in Piva 1858. He was replaced by his nephew Miko who spent all wars between 1858-1878 with that title. About 30 years ago, Luka Novichin had moved from Duzhi in Dubrovsko, and there is only one house of that family.
Barani in Pitomine (7 houses) and Barci in Tushina ( 3 houses)

Barci and Barans are the same. They originate from Milan, the duke Durjan’s son. About his progeny is known a little. It seems that they moved out because of steady attacks of Turks from Kolashin. It is known that in second half of 18th century, brothers Barci lived: Teodor, Vasilj, Sava and Mina. They had also a cousin Tolo who killed Delibasha in 1820. About 1790. Piperi attacked their cattle. Milija Teodorov killed two of them. Later he killed one Moravchanin and Mico Djurovic, because of what all of Barci  have moved to Timar and stayed there for the next 50 years.
Teodor had sons: Milija, Mako and Drago, and Vasilj had sons Milovan and Ivan. Sava had Ciro and Mina had a son Milutin. In a year 1839. Ivan and Milovan, sons of Vasilj went back in Tushina near Boane and from them originate Barci from there, and the rest of them settled in Pitomine near Zhabljak on the land of Smail-aga Chengic. This part in Pitomine they called Barani by Bare were they lived. Barci are the only Drobnjac family which doesn’t have their mountains.
Branches of Kosovchici who moved out and died out
There is no doubt that here were many branches from this big and old brotherhood, which completely died out in Drobnjac or moved out from there. Unfortunately we don’t have any data about them. Also we have very little data about Kosovchici who moved out and who in new place, where they have settled, founded new families with new surnames. In this respect only exception are Kosovchici in Gatacan village of Samobor. They are a big group and we have a lot of data about them, some of which I will mention in following chapter.

Slijepchevici, Davidovici, Starovici and Popovici

All of these four families live in a village  of Samobor ( Gacko) and a number of their households is about 60. They are a branch of Kosovchici, and progeny of Marko Vuchur’s Omakalovic from Poshenje. I mentioned before how happened that Vuchur Omakalovic got land estates in Gacko. On that estate son of Vuchur, Marko has settled. He had sons: Slijepac, from whom Slijepchevici are, Cer, from whom Starovici are, David, from whom Davidovici are and a priest (pop), from whom Popovici are. From each of this family there were branches who moved out from Samobor. For example, we know that from Slijepchevici originate Rashovici, now in a village Bijeljina in Nevesinje and Narevo near Sarajevo; Bajovici, moved out somewhere in Bosnia; Despici in Sarajevo and Dukici in Uzhice. There is a script, how Lazo Dukic came 1766. in Samobor to ask for his patrimony.
From Davidaovici are Dokici in Mostar.
From Starovici are Dabovici, who moved out and settled somewhere in Bosnia. Shcepan Dabovic is mentioned in one script from a year 1766. as a inhabitant of a village Samobor.

From Popovici are Jeftanovici in Sarajevo.

All lands of this brotherhood,  respectively progeny of Marko, Vuchur’s son were dividing in four parts, later in eight, what was the number of families, in other words, surnames.

Sir dr. Pero Slijepchevic, our well-known cultural worker and literate was so kind to send this data about that group of Kosovchici:…’It became widely known that an Arabian started to be so arrogant and that he called the sultan to fight him. With each sultan’s captive who would go in battle with an Arabian it happened the same, he would frightened his horse with some kind of ‘fire-ring’ and killed him. When that heard one of Omakalo’s progeny…his name is not certain…he praised himself that he could go in battle. Pasha has heard that and sent him immediately to Carigrad  There he was led in sultan’s stable to pick any horse he wanted and he picked some old horse which wasn’t capable to frighten from anything and among arms he picked… ( some handspike I think). When he went in the field towards the Arabian’s tent, he jumped on his mare and rushed towards Omakalovic and throw that ring to him. But horse of his opponent stands still, not moving at all and Omakalovic hit the ring with handspike until it fall apart. Seeing that, Arabian got frightened and started to run. Milosh throw handspike towards him, he fell and then came closer and killed him, and his head he brought to sultan. The sultan asked him what he wants for reward, and he said: Give me in Gacko to pick as much land as I can ride around on a horse from sunlight to sunlight. The sultan gave his permission, and he went to Gacko. He started from Manita Gora (between Gacko and Piva), went down to the river Mushnica ( where later Chengic Tower was built), from there across the field into Zhrvan swamps and to the bottom of the hill, from there to the East across the field into the mountain, and through the mountain towards the North  and finaly on a place from where he started. Following him the people cut the borders into the stone in the form of  a cross, and those borders of a village of Samobor are still standing today. The village is called Samobor by a lonely pine on the top of the hill. Some say that it was standing below today’s village, below houses of Starovic on the spot named ‘Stoca’. And others that it was further towards the North, at the graveyard (crkvina) near today’s shooting range, or even further near Chengic Tower ( Kula ). – However, Omakalovic has settled here as it stands: one stable for sheep, one for horses he made on border of his land, towards ( later Chengica Kula), and his own house he has built at the top of the hill, but towards eastern border, under today’s village of Samobor. That spot is called ‘Prijeka Omedjina’ nowadays and foundations of the house with plaster can be recognized, 12 m in length and 8 m in width. Near the house was the well ( today’s Ublic). Above there was a forest. Below was the field. That was the prettiest place for a newcomer. But later the Turks came on power and settlers Omakalovici went from the edge of the field at a shadowed plateau, where the village is today. It is thought that the new house was in nowadays ‘Mitrovica Dolina’ in the center of the village ( Mitrovici are just part of Slijepchevici).  In the first settlement, in Prijeka Omedjina , ancestors of three families in Samobor  were living together: Some Slijepac from whom are Slijepchevici, David, from whom are Davidovici and a priest from whom are Popovici. Fourth brother and the oldest called Cero and it seems that he came later from Poshenje and settled further to the North on the spot that is called ‘Cerovo Kucishte’, and from him are Starovici, fourth family in Samobor. Those four families live in Samobor even today, and although they moved out, and they don’t marry between them, they are godfathers to each other, there were no other families in the past and there are no other even today. Only for a brief time it came someone by dowry, but soon he would be moved out ( i.e. some ‘Balamut’). In Samobor newcomers found a church dedicated to St. Archangel Michael and turned it to the church of St. Sava, their cross-name After that they renovated it twice, widening it in fact. In the 70’ they built there a first Serbian primary school. Memories of the patrimony in Poshcenje are kept with special care. There, they say, a swamp still bears the name ‘Slijepchevica Bara’ (swamp).
Surnames Slijepchevic, Starovic, Davidovic and Popovic are very old. The can be seen by the oral tradition and some emigrants. Even today some people know to number eight generations back in time, and even at that point they do not reach to the first ancestor by which they are called. As tradition grows, some new surnames have showed up, which for those who moved out replaced the old one, From Slijephevici are Despici in Sarajevo, Rashovici in Narevo near Sarajevo, Bajovici in Herzegovina and Bosnia. From Popovici are Jeftanovici in Sarajevo, from Starovici some families in Posavina etc. In obituary of Despici it is written that Risto Slijepchevic has settled in the year 1640. in Sarajevo from Samobor to some widow Despa, and called Despin because of that, or Despic. His gravestone was built 1682. and Despa died 1684.. That means that Slijepchevici lived in Samobor for sure before that year.
In a village  of Samobor, a tower remained, and that is a tower of the priest Bajovic. Bajovici are as we said Slijepchevici. On transom these signs are engraved…that can be read…=7096 (1588) or =7056(1548). If in the year of 1548 or 1588 lived in Samobor Bajovic, and who is from Slijepchevic, that means that we should go at least one generation back in time to Bajo Slijepchevic, and from him at least one more to Slijepac by whom they got their name, but it is also possible that it passed a few generations more between them.

It seems that Slijepchevici in Samobor lived from the end of 15th century, i.e. that they moved here almost immediately after the coming of Turks, because of what their previous homeland left unsettled.’
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
